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1. introduction

This document describes the user interface of the SAIA Compression Utility. The utility’s goal is to compress files to archives that can then be copied to PG5 extra disks. The PG5 Setup program is able to decompress these archives to the PG5 directory. This utility replaces the DOS ZAP/UNZAP program. It must be used to compress files when using Setup $191 and after. 

2. user interface


The main application window has a title bar, a menu bar, a toolbar and a status bar like any standard Windows application.

The archive window lists all compressed files contained in an archive.
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3. Toolbar

This bar is displayed under the menu bar. It contains several buttons which are shortcuts for the most used menu actions. Clicking on one of these will perform the adequate action.

The toolbar contains the following shortcut buttons:

· File New Archive

· File Open Archive

· Actions Decompress

· Help About scomp

4. Status Bar

The status bar is displayed at the bottom of the program's window. 

It contains form left to right :

· The information field: 
This field gives information to the user while executing some commands (for example, when compressing files, opening an archive,…).

· The busy field: 
This field indicates “BUSY” when the utility is busy compressing or decompressing files. Meanwhile, the user cannot open or create new archives.
5. Menus

5.1. File Menu

· New Archive: Create a new archive file containing compressed file(s) and/or directory structure. 

The program first asks for the files to be compressed and added to the archive. In the “Select file(s) to add to the new archive” dialog box, you can select more than one file or directory by  using the Ctrl or Shift key: to select adjacent files/directories, click on the first file, press Shift and click on the last file/directory: all files/directories located between the first and the last file/directory are selected; to select non-adjacent files/directories, press Ctrl and click on each file/directory to add. If you select directories, all files in this directory will be compressed and the directory structure will be kept in the compressed file.

Tip: You cannot select only one directory and press “Open”, because in that case, SCOMP will open this directory and display its files. To select only one directory, select that directory and another empty one. SCOMP will compress only directories that contain files.

The program then asks for the resulting archive filename. In the “Compress to” dialog box, select an existing filename by browsing through folders, or specify a new one in the Filename box.  

· Open Archive: Open an existing archive to be able to decompress files from it. The “Open” dialog box asks you for an archive to open. Then the compressed files contained in the archive are displayed in the Archive window. You can then select one or more files of the archive and decompress them.

· <Recent files>: List of recent used archive files.

· Exit: Quit the program.

5.2. Actions Menu

· Decompress All Files: Decompress all the files contained in the opened archive and displayed in the Archive window. The “Browse for folder” dialog box asks the user for a target folder. By default the selected folder is the folder where the archive is located.

· Decompress Selected Files: Decompress only files selected in the Archive window. You can select more than one file in the Archive window by  using the Ctrl or Shift key: to select adjacent files, click on the first file, press Shift and click on the last file: all files located between the first and the last file are selected; to select non-adjacent files, press Ctrl and click on each file to decompress.

· Select All: Select all files of the archive displayed in the Archive window. You can use this menu if you want to decompress all files (but it is faster to use the Decompress All Files command), or if you want to decompress all files but one or some in a long list of files: Select all the files, and then deselect the files to exclude by pressing Ctrl and clicking on them.

· Deselect All: Deselect all previously selected files in the Archive window.

5.3. View Menu

· Toolbar: Show or Hide the toolbar.

· Status Bar: Show or Hide the Status Bar.

5.4. Help Menu

· About scomp: Displays a dialog box containing some information such as the version number of the utility you are using, the licensed users name,...

6. Context menu

Context menus provide appropriate actions the user can do when right clicking on some part of the screen. A floating menu appears when the user right clicks the mouse and let the user choose specific actions.

In Scomp, right-clicking on the Archive window lets you choose the following actions in the floating menu:

· Decompress: Decompress the selected file(s) (same as Actions Decompress Selected Files). Right-clicking on a file or a group of files previously selected, does not change the selection. Right-clicking on a file not previously selected, deselects all files and selects this one.

· Select All: Select all the files of the archive (same as Actions Select All command).

· Deselect All: Deselect all files of the archive (same as Actions Deselect All command).
